Saturday, October 28th at 9 AM , will be the digging up of tubers at
the Post Office in the morning, lunch provided by KCDS, then in the after-
noon we’ll be digging up tubers at the Roadhouse Club Garden on Central
Valley Road. Please come to one or both of the above diggings. Volunteers
needed, welcomed , and sought . Come patrticipate, learn and get plenty of
hands-on experience! Please bring your own tools: shovels, hand clippers for
trimming up the tuber clumps, gloves, waterproof gear for the tuber washers
and layered clothing for the vagrancies of the Pacific NW’s weather.

Saturday, November 4th at 9 AM _, ALL hands REALLY, REALLY
NEEDED for the dividing of tubers for their long winter’'s nap at the Central
Valley Community Hall and Garden Club (10200 Central Valley Road).
Many hands make the work light, Volunteers _most definitely welcome
Come learn, practice and see how it should be done.
Please bring cutting tools (knives, hand clippers), cushions for your own com-
fort on hard, cold folding chairs, and an appetite for pizza for lunch. There will
be soda, coffee, and morning goodies provided too. Note: Please bring any
WASHED (there is no water at the Garden Club) clump s that you wish to
donate at this time _so that they too might be prepared for their long winter’s
nap. Named and labeled or no-name clumps will be most appreciated at the
sale in April.

Wednesday, November 8th will be the boxing up of ou  r named
and labeled clumps _for storage during their winter's nap. This packaging will
again be at the Central Valley Community Hall and Garden Club (10200
Central Valley Road).

it must be time to:

Mark the plants you in-
tend to keep, making sure
that you know the variety
name for each plant. Note,
rain soaked mushy brown
blooms all look the same!

After the first frost, it's
time to think about digging
up your tubers. Cut down
the plants to a 6 inch stalk.

Let the tubers remain in
the soil for 2 weeks to force
new eyes to pop. Cover the
hollow stem so as not to col-
lect rain.

Gently dig up the
clumps and wash off the
soil.

Decide whether to keep
the clumps as they are for
the winter or to divide the
tubers with eyes now. In ei-
ther case rinse them well
and give them a bleach bath
(1 cup bleach per 2 gallons
of water).

The tubers will keep
best in an area that is cool,
below 45 degrees Fahren-
heit (but NOT freezing),
stored in plastic bags, half-
filled with cedar shavings or
vermiculite. Store the bags

securely in  boxes until
March or April. Check
stored tubers during the

winter and discard any that
show signs of rot.
