Wake up your tubers by mov-

ing them to a slightly warmer 

locale. 

Prepare bedding soil for your 

tubers by removing weeds and 

ensuring a slightly acidic pH of 

6.5. Get ready to plant tubers 

around the First of May. Warn-

ing Dahlias do not start grow-

ing until the soil reaches 55 

degrees F, so exercise pa-

tience. More dahlias die from 

rotting in cold, wet soil than 

from any other cause includ-

ing slugs!

Our program was a slide show on 

preparing your garden soil for 

planting, and  how to plant your tu-

bers. Wayne Lobaugh of GHDS was 

the presenter. In a pre -

presentation drawing, Aurora 

Brant won a baseball cap from 

Wayne Lobaugh Gardens. During 

the presentation, Joan Hagerman 

was awarded an ink in a bottle pen-

cil for being able to correctly iden-

tify a slide of a long horn boring 

beetle. No one guessed the name 

of the white cross bug, a prodi-

gious eater of weeds. Keeping 

sclerotina fungus in check (but not 

resorting to human and pet lethal 

fungicides), eliminating weeds 

(RoundUp highly recommended) 

and slug eggs, ensuring a good air 

flow, the copious addition of or-

ganic material and a slow release 

25-3-15 fertilizeré (òdead soil 

grows nothingó) were all stressed. 

A  pH of 6.5-7 is ideal for dahlias. 

He also stated that the soil must be 

over 50 degrees F before planting.
