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Tie to support and promote
straight stems, Stop to force
dahlia plants to form multiple

branches, Disbranch to concen-
trate growing energy into the
remaining blooms (see page 2),
Disbud to maximize the size of
the terminal blooms by remov-
ing the side buds (see page 2)
and Fertilize  with a shot of wa-
ter -soluble fertilizer by spraying
the leaves (foliar) and/or
through the root zone to speed
development of the plant.
