With the recent heat
wave your dabhlias
should be popping up
like crazy.

Soon it will be time to
pinch, stop and
disbranch: A rule of
thumb is when A or AA
dahlias have two or
three pairs of leaves,
pinch off the growing
tip; for smaller dahlias
(B and BB) leave three
to four pairs of leaves;

miniatures, balls and
all others, leave five
pairs of leaves,
stopping once the
terminal bud has
formed.

As your dahlias grow,
tie them to support
stakes. Feed with a 10-
10-10 water-soluble
fertilizer to provide

nitrogen needed for
healthy growth. Later
potassium and
phosphorous  will
become more
important for bloom

and tuber
development.
