There are a number
of methods to protect your tender
shoots: “slugicides” (may be harmful
to birds + dogs), liberal application of
used coffee grounds (potential
source is Starbucks), night sleuthing
with a spray bottle of 1 part vinegar to
1 part water, slug traps such as beer
in a shallow dish (note dogs, rac-
coons, bears love this too). If you
have any proven method for elimina-
tion of slugs, until your dahlias can
